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Barbara H. Rosenwein (Ph.D. (1974), B.A. (1966), University of Chicago) is
professor emerita at Loyola University Chicago. An internationally renowned
historian, she has been a guest professor at the Ecole des Hautes Etudes en
Sciences Sociales, Paris, France; the Ecole Normale Supérieure, Paris, France; the
University of Utrecht in the Netherlands, the University of Gothenburg, Sweden;
Oxford University, England; Reykjavik University, Iceland. Since 2009, Rosenwein
has been an affiliated research scholar at the Centre for the History of the Emotions
at Queen Mary University in London. She was a scholar in residence at the
American Academy in Rome in 2001-2002 and was elected Fellow of the Medieval
Academy of America in 2003.

Rosenwein has lectured throughout the world, including France, The Netherlands,
Great Britain, Spain, Germany, Israel, Sweden, Taiwan, Australia, Italy, and
Iceland. Her scholarship has evolved through at least four phases. Her earliest
work examined the monastery of Cluny, the “light of the world (lux mundi),” as one
eleventh-century pope described it, and culminated in To Be the Neighbor of Saint
Peter: The Social Meaning of Cluny’s Property (Cornell University Press,
1989). Rosenwein then proceeded to examine the issue of immunities in the Middle
Ages, resulting in Negotiating Space: Power, Restraint, and Privileges of Immunity
in Early Medieval Europe (Cornell University Press, 1999). In a third phase, she
explored the history of emotions, beginning with the edited book Anger’s Past: The
Social Uses of an Emotion in the Middle Ages (Cornell University Press, 1998), and
continuing with Emotional Communities in the Early Middle Ages Ages(Cornell
University Press, 2006) and Generations of Feeling: A History of Emotions 600-
1700 (Cambridge University Press, 2016), translated into Italian: Generazioni di
Sentimenti. Una Storia delle emozioni 600-1700, ed. and trans. Riccardo Cristiani
(Viella, 2016). Forthcoming are two new books: with co-author Elina Gertsman, The
Middle Ages in 50 Objects (Cambridge University Press) and with co-author
Riccardo Cristiani, What Is the History of Emotions? (Polity Press). She is author
of numerous articles, including “Worrying about Emotions in History,” American
Historical Review (2002), “Problems and Methods in the History of Emotions,”
Passions in Context: Journal of the History and Philosophy of the Emotions 1/1
(2010), online at http://www.passionsincontext.de/. Finally, Rosenwein has sought
to link her research to larger themes in medieval and European history. She has
published several textbooks on the Middle Ages, including A Short History of the
Middle Ages, the 4" edition of which is now in press; Reading the Middle Ages:
Sources from Europe, Byzantium, and the Islamic World (3d ed., in press);
and Debating the Middle Ages: Issues and Readings, edited with Lester K. Little
(Blackwell, 1998). She is also the co-author of popular and widely-assigned The
Making of the West: Peoples and Cultures (4th ed., Bedford/St. Martin’s Press,
2013). In 2012, a conference was held at Auxerre, France, to honor Rosenwein’s
significant contributions to medieval history (De Cluny a Auxerre, par la voie des

conference to honor her work was held at the Newberry Library, Chicago (At the
Intersection of Medieval History and the Social Sciences), and most recently in
Paris, where she presented presented her intellectual autobiography, “Une vie dans
l'interdiciplinarité: la fabrication d’'une médiéviste américaine, Les 5emes Journées
du LaMOP (2017).

Maria Dolores Teijeira Pablos is a full professor of History of Art at the University of
Ledn since 1996. Her scientific career has traditionally been linked to research into
medieval Spanish art, especially at the end of the Gothic period.

Her main line of research, initiated in his doctoral thesis, «The choir stalls of the
cathedral of Le6n and its influence on late Gothic choir stalls» (University of Leodn,
1993), has been dedicated to the study of cathedral stalls of the late Gothic and
early Renaissance, with the publication of several books and scientific articles on
the choral ensembles of the cathedrals of Ledn, Zamora, Oviedo, Astorga, Palencia,
Santo Domingo de la Calzada, Ciudad Rodrigo, Siguenza, Toledo and Segovia.

For the last decade, in relation to the development of various research projects,
within the GIR «Medieval Artistic Heritage» (435) of the University of Ledn and the
UIC 220 of the Junta de Castilla y Ledn, she has incorporated the actions developed
in the aforementioned research line into a broader one, dedicated to the study of
artistic patronage, linked to the monarchy and the church of late Gothic Castile,
especially focused on the study, from a multidisciplinary perspective, of bishops and
their artistic activity in the cathedral temples of their sees. Within this line she is IP
of the project «The artistic patronage in the kingdom of Castile and Leon (1230-
1500), Bishops and Cathedrals Il1», Ref. HAR2017-88045.

Since 2016 she is director of the Institute of Medieval Studies of the University of
Ledn.

Caterina Tristano, Professore ordinario di Paleografia dell’'Universita di Siena. Si
interessa dell’analisi paleografica, codicologica e testuale di manoscritti medievali e
frammenti di codici, di allestimento di cataloghi di codici, di storia delle biblioteche
medievali, di economia del libro manoscritto e storia della cultura scritta, della
produzione e ricezione del libro dall’eta medievale alla prima eta moderna.
